Kinetic and Potential Energies Combined
All objects are composed (made) of atoms.

Electrons move around the nucleus of an atom, and they move from one atom to another.

geothermal energy—power that is generated using the Earth’s internal heat
Energy from waves
waves—disturbances that carry energy from one place to another
Waves move only energy, not matter 

vacuum—a space contains no matter
electromagnetic waves—electric and magnetic waves that move perpendicular to each other
photovoltaic cells—solar cells that are made of special material that transforms the radiant energy of light into electric energy
